Ae. vexans 

• Rain Dependant 

• Multiple Hatches throughout the 

season 

• High variety of looks and sizes 

• Most commonly found in ground 

depressions 

 

• “Notched” basil banding on 

abdomen 

• Small to Medium basil banding 

on legs 

• Thorax non-distinct with pale 

scales on side 



Ae. canadensis 
• Early spring and Late fall species 

• Woodland Pools and ground 

depressions along the edges of the 

woods 

• Not likely to fly too far outside of 

wooded areas, but are fierce biters 

within their habitats 

 

• Large pale banding across the joints 

on the legs (basil and apical) 

• Abdominal banding pale basil wider 

near sides, concentrating in the 

center 

• Thorax non-distinct 

• Typically larger than Ae. vexans 



Ae. cantator 
• Early Spring mosquito, may see 

a brood in late fall, although 

not common 

• Salt Marsh edges are the 

primary habitats, but can be 

found further inland. 

 

• Upper abdomen has pale basil 

banding wider towards side, 

concentrating in the center; 

Lower abdomen completely 

covered in pale scales 

• Small basil banding on legs 

• Thorax non-distinct 

 





Ae. atlanticus 

• Woodland Pools and open fields 

are primary habitat 

• Persistent biters in or near 

habitat 

 

• Thorax uniformly dark brown 

with yellowish pale median stripe 

in the center that continues to the 

head 

• Abdominal banding has basil pale 

“triangles”  

• No banding on legs, proboscis; 

uniformly dark wings 



Ae. infirmatus 

• Woodland Pools and open fields are 

primary habitat 

• Persistent biters in or near habitat 

 

• Thorax uniformly dark brown with 

bright white or pale median stripe 

three quarters down the center that 

continues to the head 

• Abdominal banding has basil pale 

“triangles”  

• No banding on legs, proboscis; 

uniformly dark wings 





Ae. sollicitans 

• “Golden Salt Marsh Mosquito” 

• Fierce biter in or near habitat 

• Extremely long flight range 

• Can have multiple “broods” in 

a season 

 

• Thorax golden brown on top; 

bright silvery white scales on 

sides 

• Abdomen has basil pale bands 

with latitudinal median stripe 

up the center 

• Legs have heavy basil banding 

• Proboscis has large pale band 

 



Ae. taenioryhnchus 

• “Black Salt Marsh Mosquito” 

• Fierce biter in or near habitat 

• Extremely long flight range 

• Can have multiple “broods” 

in a season 

 

• Thorax uniformly dark 

brown with some pale scales 

on sides 

• Abdomen has basil pale 

bands; distinct “side banding” 

• Legs have heavy basil banding 

• Proboscis has thin pale band
