The Roof Rat -Rattusrattus
Also known as the Black Rat, Ship Rat or Fruit Rat

Very Common in the Hampton Roads area.  Typically
found in coastal states.

A roof rat problem is typically found after it 
has established due to their nesting habits of using
attics, rafters or trees near the home.

Color can vary, but most are dark brown to black
With a light gray underbelly.  

Typically more slender than the Norway
and a very skilled climber; can swim but not as
skilled as the Norway.

Prefer grains, fruits and sweets, but are omnivorous
and opportunistic when needed.
